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Instructions and Sample: The Tables Page 

 

If you include one or more tables in your thesis, list them on a “Tables” page included in the 

front matter.  

 

The Format Guidelines require separate tables and figures pages. The tables page should follow 

the figures page. If you have no figures page, the tables page will directly follow your contents 

page and will be the first item listed on it.  

 

The format of the tables page is identical to the format of a figures page. See Turabian (2007, 82-

97; 362-368, Fig. A.5), for more information. A sample tables page is below.

If you have many tables, 

you may use double 

numeration (1.1, 1.2, 

etc.) to indicate chapter 

and table number. The 

numbers should align 

with the decimal point. 

Captions and titles should 

match the wording and 

capitalization as it appears in 

the paper itself.

Single space 

individual items, 

but leave a blank 

line between items.
